1.  The Society for Comprehensive Rural Health Projects in India has been working in the District of Ahmednagar, Maharashtra State for the past 38 years. The organization’s objective is to work with the poor and marginalized people and enable them to achieve acceptable level of health through the primary health care approach. Through this approach people are enabled to improve their health. The emphasis is on empowering people and working towards achieving equity and integration for all health services.
